My dear Families of Presentation School, 
 One of our school moms, whom I had never met before, 
came up to me at the Ice Cream Social. She looked me straight in the 
eyes and, in all seriousness, said: “You realize that we have huge (her 
emphasis, not mine) expectations of you?” Honestly, I can say that I 
am aware of that, at least on the part of some of the families here. In 
truth, I have huge expectations of myself. Yet, in reflecting upon this 
mother’s statement, my mind could not help but turn to the words of 
Mother Teresa of Calcutta. 

On one occasion someone asked her, while reflecting upon 
the extraordinary feats of her life: “Mother, how is it that you have 
accomplished all that you have in your life?” She humbly responded:
