T Saint Joan of Arc is a national

| heroine of France and aCatholic
saint. Apeasant girl born in eas-
tern France, she led the French
army to several important victo-
J ries during the Hundred Years'
War, claiming divine guidance,
and was indirectly responsible for
the coronation of Charles VII. She
was captured by the Burgun-
dians, sold to the English, tried b
an ecclesiastical court, and bur-
ned at the stake when she was
nineteen years old. Twenty-four
years later, on the initiative of Charles VII, who could not pos-
sibly afford being seen as having been brought to power with
the aid of a condemned heretic, Pope Callixtus Il reviewed
the decision of the ecclesiastical court, found her innocent,
and declared her a martyr. She waseatified in 1909 andta-
nonized in 1920. She is, along wigt. Denis, St. Martin of
Tours, St. Louis IX, andSt. Theresa of Lisieux, one of thepa-
tron saints of FranceHer feast day is May 30.
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
