From the age of 13, she received visions from Saint Margaret of Antioch, Saint

Catherine of Alexandria, and Michael the Archangel. At the young age of 16, her

visions told her to find the true king of France and help him to regain his throne.

After much resistance Saint Joan of Arc finally went to Charles VIl and shared her

visions. She then proceeded to lead her troops from battle to battle while carrying

a banner that read: iJesus, Mary. o
